All WCPSS and MCHS policies are in effect while you use the internet at school.

1.  The website that we provide for you and give you directions will be the only website you will be allowed to access.

2.  We will provide you with all the information you need to move through the ALEKS program.

3.  There will always be a teacher with the group while they are using ALEKS.  You are not expected to “teach” yourself.  You are expected to use the ALEKS resources before you ask us for assistance.

4.  The computers that you use for this program are not to be misused in any fashion and that includes moving to another website, taking pictures, or searching on inappropriate or unapproved websites.

5.  The computers/laptops/iPads/Chrome books that are used are to be kept on the desk at all times and handled with care.

6.  At no time will you be listening to music while on ALEKS.  

7.  If you are found on an incorrect website, that you were not directed to use, the following discipline procedures will take place:

    a. First time will be a verbally warning, the computer will be taken away and an alternate assignment will be presented in its place that covers the same materials.

     b. Second warning will be the removal of the computer, phone conference with your parent and anworkbook assignment will be presented in its place.

     c. Third warning will be a referral to your administrator along with a meeting with your parent/guardian.

     d. Fourth warning will be the removal of the computer in totality and you will continue with the program via the workbook to cover the materials that would have been presented on ALEKS.

If, at the end of the each quarter, your workbook is untouched/unused, you will receive a 100 for working effectively and efficiently on the ALEKS program which will be added to your classwork grades.
